Entrepreneurial education is one of my favorite 

topics.  I saw your request and thought I might be able to help.  Here goes . . .

I have written and published (through my own small business, JPM Pages 

& Presentations) a guide for FACS entrepreneurship called Smalltown, 

USA.  When I was a FACS teacher, I ran a school-based enterprise within 

my FACS Dept. for 15 years.  The book shares ideas for setting this up, 

as well as materials for organizing students into businesses --- as 

partnerships, sole proprietorships, and corporations.  We called the 

project Smalltown, USA because the student-generated businesses 

comprised the small town each year.  Students created their own 

businesses within the small town, developed business plans, target 

market research, marketing campaigns, slogans and flyers, production 

plans, advertising strategies, and pricing guides.  They produced 

products and sold them, using the income to replenish the class supply 

reserves and restock supplies for the next cycle.  Any additional 

profit would be used to help with student expenses to National FCCLA 

meeting.  In the book I share forms and guides for all of these steps, 

plus teaching handouts and games for teaching the "basics" about 

entrepreneurship --- i.e., vocabulary, qualities of entrepreneurs, 

types of business structures, business planning, etc.

The book is divided into 5 sections:  one on how to plan an 

entrepreneurial project, a section for each of the business structures 

(partnership, sole proprietorship, and corporation), and a portfolio of 

product and promotional ideas.  It contains 300 pages, is packaged in a 

notebook binder, and sells for $95.
