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1 term, block scheduling, 45 days, 88 minute class periods

Student Objectives: 

· Analyze the characteristics of early English, German and Dutch, Swedish, Spanish, and French homes in North America.

· Compare and contrast housing styles in the 18th century.

· Compare and contrast housing styles in the 19th century.

· Evaluate historical housing elements that influenced 20th century designs.

· Analyze the uniqueness of 20th century housing designs.

Grade Level: 


9 – 12

Time Needed:

Two half days (44 minutes each) in the library media center (LMC). One day is needed for research and one day for creating the required product.

Materials Needed:


Computer to research and to produce professional looking product.

Differentiated Instruction Strategy: 

· Modify instruction based on student interest. Students choose a housing style to research. Students make one page for a book that will be compiled for the whole class. Each student makes one page.

· The page can be handwritten or computer generated. Pictures may be copied from the textbook if no other pictures can be located. 

Description:

As a class, a book of housing styles will be created. Each student will be responsible for a page in the book. Each student chooses one housing style he/she would like to research. The page needs to be neat and CREATIVE!
Requirements:

· Time period that style was popular / built.

· Characteristics / features of that style.

· List any architects that designed the style. If no architects are responsible, list significant change in history that influenced the 

housing style.

· Include at least two pictures of this style.

Evaluation: 


Students went right to work on their page and some students were finished in one 44 minute time frame in the LMC, however, all students had plenty of time to finish given the two 44 minute time periods in the LMC.


I was very pleased with the high achievement level. Twenty-two of twenty-four students completed the assignment. Eighteen students scored at 25 out of 25 possible points. Four students scored at 24 out of 25.  This means that the class average is at 99% for those who completed the assignment. 


Students seemed highly motivated for next project because this was a short, fun research project.


Students received copies of everyone’s housing style page for their interior design notebook. One suggestion for next time is to do this project and make copies for each student before we go on the Houses Have History tour in our town. These “books” would be very helpful in identifying housing styles and details as we take our tour. I could then make each student responsible for identifying their housing style and the details included in that style as we take our walking tour. Students would be more motivated to listen, also.
